THE TOP TWO PRIMARY

On June 8, 2010, California voters
approved Proposition 14, which created
the “Top-Two Open Primary Act”which
changed the way this primary will be
conducted.

PARTY-NOMINATED OFFICES

What ballots have party-nominated
offices on them? All party ballots.
Nonpartisan ballots DO NOT contain
party-nominated offices.

Who can vote for party-nominated
offices? Only voters who have chosen
a political party preference may vote
for their party’s candidates*

Party Preference: Candidates’ party
preference is not listed below the
name, however it is identified at the
top of the ballot.

Ballot Designation: Candidates do not
have a ballot designation.

Who wins a party-nominated office
race? The top vote-getter from each
party will represent their party on the
General Election ballot.

Redistricting
California

Redistricting

Redistricting occurs every 10 years. It is the process of redrawing the political
boundaries for elective offices after the U.S. Census. For the years 2011 to 2021,
the redistricting of California’s Congressional, State Senate, State Assembly and
Board of Equalization districts was completed by the voter-approved California
Citizens Redistricting Commission. In 2011, the County Board of Supervisors as
well as some cities and other local jurisdictions also re-drew their districts.

Reprecincting

When political boundaries change, precinct lines must also change. In 2012 the
Elections Office created new precinct lines for San Bernardino County. In doing
so, the goal was to increase the number of registered voters assigned for each
precinct to near the maximum number allowed by law, which is 1,000 registered
voters.

Polling Places

When precinct lines change, voters must be re-assigned to polling places.
Consequently, the Elections Office completed a major project where it searched
for and attempted to secure many new polling places that are well maintained, in
safe locations, and that have large ADA compliant voting areas and parking lots.

After securing as many existing and new locations as were available for use,
the Office assigned voters to their new polling place. When making these
assignments, many factors were considered including; voter proximity to the
polling place, physical land barriers that might impede voter transportation,
availability of public transportation, and capacity of the facility and the facility
parking lot.

Due to the changes above, voters should be aware that:

1. You may live in a different political jurisdiction than in the past,
and your ballot may contain unfamiliar candidate names.
Please review your sample ballot before voting.

2. You may have been assigned to a new polling place. Please see
your polling place assignment on the back of this Guide.



Secretary of State Notice
The Top Two Candidates Open Primary Act

The Top Two Candidates Open Primary Act requires that all candidates for a voter-nominated
office be listed on the same ballot. Previously known as partisan offices, voter-nominated
offices are state legislative offices, U.S. congressional offices, and state constitutional offices.

In this new open primary system, this means you can vote for any candidate, regardless of what
party preference you indicated on your voter registration form. Only the two candidates
receiving the most votes — regardless of party preference — move on to the general election
regardless of vote totals. If a candidate receives a majority of the vote (50 percent +1), a
general election still must be held. Even if there are only two candidates in the open primary, a
general election is still required.

Write-in candidates for voter-nominated offices can still run in the primary election. However, a
write-in candidate can only move on to the general election if the candidate is one of the top
two vote-getters in the primary election. Additionally, there is no independent nomination
process for a general election.

California's new open primary system does not apply to candidates running for U.S.
President, county central committee, or local offices.

Party-Nominated/Partisan Offices

Political parties may formally nominate candidates for party-nominated/partisan offices at the
primary election. A nominated candidate will represent that party as its official candidate for the
specific office at the general election and the ballot will reflect an official designation. The top
vote-getter for each party at the primary election moves on to the general election. Parties also
elect officers of county central committees at the primary election.

A voter can only vote in the primary election of the political party he or she has disclosed a
preference for upon registering to vote. However, a political party may allow a person who has
declined to disclose a party preference to vote in that party's primary election.

Voter-Nominated Offices

Political parties are not entitled to formally nominate candidates for voter-nominated offices at
the primary election. A candidate nominated for a voter-nominated office at the primary
election is the nominee of the people and not the official nominee of any party at the general
election. A candidate for nomination to a voter-nominated office shall have his or her party
preference, or lack of party preference, stated on the ballot, but the party preference
designation is selected solely by the candidate and is shown for the information of the voters
only. It does not mean the candidate is nominated or endorsed by the party designated, or that
there is an affiliation between the party and candidate, and no candidate nominated by the
voters shall be deemed to be the officially nominated candidate of any political party. In the
county sample ballot booklet, parties may list the candidates for voter-nominated offices who
have received the party's official endorsement.

Any voter may vote for any candidate for a voter-nominated office, if they meet the other
qualifications required to vote for that office. The top two vote-getters at the primary election
move on to the general election for the voter-nominated office even if both candidates have
specified the same party preference designation. No party is entitled to have a candidate with
its party preference designation move on to the general election, unless the candidate is one of
the two highest vote-getters at the primary election.

Nonpartisan Offices

Political parties are not entitled to nominate candidates for nonpartisan offices at the primary
election, and a candidate at the primary election is not the official nominee of any party for the
specific office at the general election. A candidate for nomination to a nonpartisan office may
NOT designate his or her party preference, or lack of party preference, on the ballot. The top
two vote-getters at the primary election move on to the general election for the nonpartisan
office.

¢ Introduction of a new poll worker training program to better train our poll workers;

e The opening of a new Early Voting site to better serve our high desert voters; and

¢ The redesign of ballot processing procedures to speed up election results.

We are very confident that these changes will improve elections in San Bernardino County
and that they will save taxpayer dollars. Of course, we value our customers’ opinions, so
please let us know if you have any comments about these changes or suggestions on how
we might serve you better in the future.

Voting Options

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Official Ballots

In this Presidential Primary Election, voters will receive one of two types of
Official Ballots; a Party Ballot or a Nonpartisan Ballot.

Each ballot contains different types of offices. For a more detailed description
of the types of offices, how the offices will appear on the ballot, and how
candidates are elected to the offices, please see the Top Two Primary section
on pages 1 & 2 of this guide.

Party Ballot

Voters that have disclosed a preference for a qualified political party at the
time of registration will receive a Party Ballot. It will include:

Party-Nominated Presidential Office contests;
Voter-Nominated Office contests;

Party County Central Committee contests, if applicable;
Nonpartisan Office contests; and

Ballot Measures.

Nonpartisan Ballot

Voters that Aave not disclosed a preference for a qualified political party at
the time of registration will receive a Nonpartisan Ballot*. It will not
include a presidential contest. A Nonpartisan Ballot will only include
candidates for:

e Voter-Nominated Office contests;
e Nonpartisan Office contests; and
e Ballot Measures.

*The American Independent Party and the Democratic Party have chosen to allow
voters who have not disclosed a preference for a qualified political party the option,
upon request, to vote a ballot that includes their party’s presidential contest.

La reordenacion de los distritos ocurre cada 10 afios. Es el proceso de volver a
trazar las fronteras politicas para los cargos de eleccion después del censo de
Estados Unidos. Para los afnos 2011 a 2021, la reordenacion de los distritos del
Congreso, del Senado Estatal, de la Asamblea del Estado y de la Junta de Equidad
de California se completé por la Comision de Reordenacién de los Distritos de
California aprobada por los votantes. En 2011, tanto la Junta de Supervisores del
Condado como algunas ciudades y otras jurisdicciones locales también volvieron
a trazar sus distritos.

Reordenacion electoral de los distritos

Cuando las fronteras politicas cambian, las lineas electorales también deben
cambiar. En 2012, la Oficina de Elecciones creé nuevas lineas electorales para el
Condado de San Bernardino. Asi, la meta era incrementar el nUmero de votantes
registrados asignados a cada distrito electoral para acercarse al maximo permitido
por ley, que es de 1,000 votantes registrados.

Casillas electorales

Cuando cambian las lineas electorales, los votantes deben ser reasignados a las
casillas electorales. Por consiguiente, la Oficina de Elecciones completd un gran
proyecto en el que buscé y tratd de conseguir muchas casillas electorales nuevas
que tuvieran buen mantenimiento, que estuvieran en lugares seguros y que
tuvieran éreas de votacion y estacionamientos grandes que cumplieran con las
normas de la ADA.

Tras conseguir todas las ubicaciones existentes y nuevas que estaban disponibles
para su uso, la Oficina reasigno a los votantes. Al realizar estas reasignaciones se
consideraron varios factores, como la proximidad del domicilio del votante a la
casilla, las barreras geogréficas fisicas que pudieran impedir la transportacién del
votante a la casilla, la disponibilidad de transporte publico y la capacidad de las
instalaciones y su estacionamiento.

Debido a los cambios mencionados anteriormente, el votante
debe ser consciente de que:
1. Es posible que ahora viva en una jurisdiccion politica distinta a la anterior,

Notificacion de Secretaria de Estado
La Ley de Primaria Abierta de los Dos Primeros Candidatos

La Ley de Primaria Abierta de los Dos Primeros Candidatos exige que todos los candidatos para un cargo
nominado por los electores se incluyan en la misma boleta electoral. Anteriormente conocidos como
cargos partidistas, los cargos nominados por los electores son cargos legislativos estatales, cargos del
Congreso de Estados Unidos y cargos constitucionales estatales.

En este nuevo sistema de primaria abierta, esto significa que puede votar por cualquier candidato, sin
importar la preferencia partidista que eligié en su formulario de inscripcién del electore.  Solo los dos
candidatos que reciban la mayor cantidad de votos — sin importar la preferencia de partido — pasan a la
eleccion general independientemente de los totales de votos. Siun candidato recibe la mayoria de los
votos (50 por ciento +1), alin se debe realizar una eleccidn general. Incluso sihay solo dos candidatos en
la primaria abierta, alin se debe realizar una eleccion general.

Los candidatos por escrito para cargos nominados por los electores alin se pueden postular para la eleccion
primaria. Sin embargo, un candidato por escrito solo puede pasar a la eleccion general sies uno de los
dos candidatos que hayan recibido la mayor cantidad de votos en la eleccién primaria. Ademas, no hay un
proceso de nominacion independiente para una eleccion general.

El nuevo sistema de primaria abierta de California no se aplica a los candidatos que se estén
postulando para Presidente de los Estados Unidos, comité central del condado, ni cargos
locales.

Cargos Nominados por el Partido/Partidistas

Los partidos politicos pueden nominar formalmente a candidatos para cargos nominados por el
partido/partidistas en la eleccion primaria. Un candidato nominado representara a ese partido como su
candidato oficial para el cargo especifico en la eleccion general y la boleta electoral incluird una designacion
oficial. El candidato con mayor cantidad de votos por cada partido en la eleccion primaria pasa a la
eleccion general. Los partidos también eligen a funcionarios de comités centrales de condados en la
eleccién primaria.

Un electore solo puede votar en la eleccion primaria del partido politico por el cual indicé su preferencia al
momento de inscribirse para votar. Sin embargo, un partido politico puede permitir que una persona que
se ha rehusado a divulgar su preferencia partidaria vote en la eleccion primaria de ese partido.

Cargos Nominados por el Electore

Los partidos politicos no pueden nominar formalmente a candidatos para cargos nominados por los
electores en la eleccion primaria. Un candidato nominado para un cargo nominado por los electores en la
eleccion primaria es la persona nominada por la gente y no la nominacion oficial de ningin partido en la
eleccion general. Un candidato para nominacion paraun cargo nominado por los electores debe establecer
su preferencia partidista, o la falta de preferencia partidista, en la boleta electoral, pero solo el candidato
puede seleccionar la designacion de preferencia partidista y esta se incluye solo para informacion de los
electores. No significa que el candidato esté nominado o apoyado por el partido designado, o que exista
alguna afiliacion entre el partido y el candidato, ni se debe considerar que ningtin candidato nominado
por los electores sea el candidato oficialmente nominado de un partido politico.

En el folleto de la boleta electoral de muestra del condado, los partidos pueden incluir los candidatos para
los cargos nominados por los electores que han recibido el respaldo oficial del partido. Cualquier electore
puede votar por cualquier candidato para un cargo nominado por los electores, si cumplen con los otros
requisitos necesarios para votar para ese cargo. Los dos candidatos que reciban la mayor cantidad de votos
en la eleccion primaria avanzan a la eleccion general para el cargo nominado por los electores, incluso si
ambos candidatos han especificado la misma designacion del partido de preferencia. Ningun partido
puede hacer participar en la eleccion general a un candidato con designacion para dicho partido a menos
que tal candidato haya sido uno de los dos que obtuvieron la mayor cantidad de votos en la eleccion
primaria.

Cargos No Partidistas

Los partidos politicos no tienen derecho a nominar candidatos para cargos no partidistas en la eleccion
primaria, y un candidato en la eleccién primaria no es el candidato oficial de ningtin partido para el cargo
especifico en la eleccién general. Un candidato para nominacion para un cargo no partidista NO puede
designar su preferencia partidista, o la falta de ella, en la boleta electoral. Los dos candidatos que reciban
la mayor cantidad de votos en la eleccion primaria avanzan a la eleccion general para el cargo no
partidista.
