To register to vote in California, a person must be:

e A United States citizen

e Aresident of California

e At least 18 years old on Election Day

e Not in prison, on parole, serving a state prison sentence in County jail, serving a sentence
for a felony pursuant to subdivision (h) of Penal Code section 1170, or on post-release
community supervision

e Not found by a court to be mentally incompetent

Voters who have moved recently must re-register to vote.
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
