VOTING AND RETURN INSTRUCTIONS 

 
1. To vote, fill in the oval to the left of the candidate of your choice on your ballot. 

You may write the name of a qualified write-in candidate and fill in the oval to the left of the 
candidate of your choice on your ballot.  

Please note that any mark inside the oval constitutes a vote for the candidate. 

2. Remove the stub on your ballot. 

3. Place your voted ballot in the enclosed Official Return Envelope and seal the envelope.  No other 
envelope may be used to return the ballot. 

Do not place more than one ballot in the Official Return Envelope; doing so will void all ballots in the 
envelope. 

4. Return your voted ballot to the Elections Office by: 
a. Mail via United States Postal Service; or 
b. Inter-Office Mail (0770); or 
c. Personal delivery to the Elections Office located at 777 E. Rialto Avenue, San Bernardino, 

CA 92415. 

Your voted ballot must be received by the Elections Office no later than 5 p.m. on Tuesday, 
December 1, 2015. 

5. If you make an error, tear or deface the ballot, or damage or lose your Official Return Envelope, 
contact the Elections Office at (909) 387-8300 for a replacement.
