Eligible citizens who missed the voter registration deadline on Feb. 18 still have an opportunity
to exercise their right to vote through the conditional voter registration process.

To qualify, individuals must complete and submit a voter registration application in person at the
Registrar of Voters Office or an Early Vote site on or before Election Day, or at a polling place
on Election Day. The voter will then be given a provisional ballot to cast. It is recommended that
individuals complete the conditional voter registration process before Election Day.
